Port 4000 is a new course that guides students through creating a professional portfolio.

· Meets your Campus Writing Portfolio Requirement (PORT 3000)
· Scored as Pass-Fail (Grade of Satisfactory or Unsatisfactory)
· Online Asynchronous - Meets in Session A (Spring 2025 and Fall 2025)
· Open to any UCCS Student who has completed 60 credit hours
How do Students Benefit from Taking PORT 4000?
Students create with a high-quality digital portfolio appealing to employers, clients, or grad schools
· Opportunities to earn digital micro-credentials from UCCS certifying your skills
· Reflect on your gen-ed learning and improve your knowledge in areas of your choice
· Learn what employers and clients care about in a portfolio
· Get feedback from experts on your portfolio
Who do we Recommend takes PORT 4000?
All students are welcome to take PORT 4000, but we particularly suggest it for…
· Students who need an additional one-credit to graduate
· Great value-added experience 
· Students who may be hesitant about taking PORT 3000
· They can receive guidance and supplemental instruction
· High-Achievers entering competitive careers or graduate programs
· The micro-credentials and portfolio can provide an edge
· Students entering careers that require self-promotion and marketing
· Having a professional portfolio can win over clients and collaborators
Tell me More about these Micro-credentials
· In Spring 2025 and Fall 2025, students can earn a digital micro-credential in four areas:
· Outstanding Writer (see the example Outstanding Writer badge offered in PORT 3000)
· Outstanding Speaker
· Outstanding Knowledge of Sustainability
· Outstanding Knowledge of Inclusiveness
· Currently, around 20% of students score at the Outstanding level on the writing portfolio, and we suspect those numbers will be similar for PORT 4000.
· We hope to show students other free certificates students they can complete
· We may also offer “Highly Proficient” credentials depending on funding
· Students can display these on their portfolio but also on their linked-in page, etc. 
· Not all students are guaranteed a credential. Credentials are based on the quality of their work.
